Dear David and Pam 
 
This is just a note to thank you for the time you made available on 1st May to meet with you 
both (and your son, Sam) and discuss aspects of the transmission line corridor for our 
planned Hauãuru mã raki Wind Farm, to be built on the west coast of the Waikato region.  
 
During our meeting you raised a number of issues and questions and I will try to answer some 
of them below. 
 
Revised Option Fee 
 
You mentioned that you would like to see our revised option fee proposals in writing.  
Obviously in due course, we will incorporate them in a more formal offer, but I set out a 
general summary below.  
 
The original option fee scheme was to purchase an option from you for $10,000 plus a further 
sum of 20% of the value of the easement when (and if) we decided to proceed.  This was 
seen by many landowners as insufficient and inequitable as between different landholdings 
etc.  
 
We agree with these comments.  What we now plan to do is pay the landowners an upfront 
fee of $20,000 plus an amount equivalent to 50% of our estimate of the value of the 
transmission easement on your property in today’s terms.  So, if we assessed the value of 
your easement today to be, say, of the order of $100,000, we would seek to pay you $70,000 
(being $20,000 plus 50% of that easement valuation) now, as an option fee to acquire an 
easement at some point in the future. That amount is yours to keep, regardless of whether we 
proceed or not.  
 
Finally when (and if) we decide to proceed with the transmission line you would then receive a 
further sum equivalent to the independent easement valuation at that time.    
 
I hope you will agree that this option fee is a substantial increase on what we had previously 
proposed.  We think it is also a fairer reflection of the relative value of the option as between 
different properties along the proposed route.  
 
Health Risks – Electric and Magnetic Fields 
 
This is a matter discussed in Dr David Black’s report, a copy of which is on our website.  I 
have enclosed a hard copy with this letter for your perusal. In particular I refer you to his 
discussion on transmission lines and potential health risks.  Basically Dr Black concludes that 
he has “not identified any circumstances, or conditions even approaching them, where 
frequencies or electro magnetic fields could encroach on the living spaces anywhere around 
the proposed turbines or power lines for the wind farm project”. 
 
I did note that your question on health effects also related to animal health and it is an area in 
which I think we need to do some further research, since Dr Black does not refer to this in his 
study.  I am working on this and will report back to you. 
 
Lack of any Sunset Clause on Easement 
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This is a good point that we agree needs to be addressed in the legal documents.  Certainly it 
is Contact’s intention that if the power line becomes redundant, then we intend that the 
company should decommission and remove the transmission line assets accordingly, and 
cancel the easement.    We will make sure a clause to this effect is incorporated in revised 
documents. 
 
General 
 
I appreciate that we traversed many other matters during our meeting.  Over the next few 
weeks I am planning to provide a further set of information including draft revised legal 
documents for your perusal.  As part of that package I am compiling a list of different 
questions that have been asked by many of the landowners along the proposed line, and our 
answers to those questions.  
 
As I mentioned at our meeting, if you are agreeable it would also be very helpful if we could 
get our consulting engineers to eyeball the proposed route across your property to identify 
any potential operational concerns or geotechnical issues that might require a more practical 
alignment.  There is of course no obligation for you to do this but we have found with other 
landowners that it can be mutually helpful.  
 
In the meantime thank you once again for your time and the opportunity to visit you at your 
property.  Please don’t hesitate to call me if you want to discuss any matters in further detail.

Re: Animal Health Risks – Transmission Lines 
 
As promised in my earlier correspondence, herewith attached is a report prepared by Drs 
David and Moyra Black concerning potential effects of high voltage transmission lines on 
domestic and other animals.  
 
As you will see, the report concludes that the planned line is well below electric and magnetic 
field standards specified by the International Commission on Non Ionising Radiation 
Protection (ICNIRP).  These standards are designed to protect mmalian species against all 
known effsct of such fields by a safe margin.  The report identifies a very remote possibility 
that some animals (especially horses) might be susceptible to conductive shock which, while 
harmless in itself, may startle or frighten the animal.  Even though the risk appears remote, 
we have decided to proffer another condition in our Notice of Requirement application to the 
effect that 

“Prior to commissioning the transmission line, an appropriately qualified person shall assess 
all conductive structures in the vicinity of the transmission line.  As part of that assessment, a 
risk assessment of any hazards shall be undertaken and required mitigation measures 
identified to address any significant risks relating to induction effects associated with the line.”  

Obviously if any mitigation measures were identified as necessary, Contact would then be 
responsible for implementing them.   

I hope you will find the report informative.
