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landowner, taking into account any landscape mitigation that is proposed by
Transpower.

Where further input is required, the two valuers shall endeavour in good faith to agree
upon the person or persons to provide that further input. Where no agreement can be
reached. either as to whether further input is required, or as to the identity of the
person or persons to provide such input, the decision will be referred to the President,
New Zealand Institute of Valuers, whose decision shall be final.

If agreement is reached as to the property loss assessment within 30 working days of
the initial meeting, or. where further input is requested, the provision of such input,
then Transpower shall pay the agreed amount (it any) to the landowner forthwith.

If agreement is not reached as to the property loss assessment within 30 working days
of the initial meeting, or, where further input is requested. the provision of such input,
then the assessment will be submitted to a third valuer nominated by both valuers (if
they can agree), and if they cannot agree, by a third valuer appointed by the President,
New Zealand Institute of Valuers. The decision of that third valuer shall be final, and
Transpower will pay the landowner the assessed amount (if any) forthwith upon
receipt of the third valuer's assessment."
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
