Submission on Transpower’s Notices of Requirementis
and Applications for Resource Consents
Saction 145 of the Resource Management Act 19917

Alrways Corporation of New Zealand Ltd (‘Alrways’) has principal responsibility for facilitating
the safe movement of air traffic through New Zealand airspace. it is responsible for managing
all domestic and international air traffic for one of the largest areas of airspace in the world ~
34 million sguare kilometres.

Airways does not object in principal to the proposed activity provided that any potential
danger to aircraft or effect on the operation of our air navigation facilities is fully assessed and
effectively managed, remedied and/for mitigated.

Based on the materials provided, Airways understanding is that the proposed transmission
fines will be at least the distances set out below from our facilities:

8 55600 m from Ardmore airport;

e 1 500m from our Surrey Non-Directional Beacon (NDB} which is located at the
following coordinates: (837 14 18.0, E175 10 00.6)

e 3,700m from our Whitford NDB which is located at the following coordinates: {836 56
h32 E17500 52.8)

e 10,300m from our Miranda NDB which is located at the foilowing coordinates: (S37
11 37.7 E17517 55.1)

On this basis, we anticipate no specific issues with Transpower’s proposal and simply seek a
decision which records the requirement fo comply with our General NDB Protection Rules (set
out below), in particular, rules 2(b) & {d}.

We alsc note that the proiect will be subject o restrictions covered by Civil Aviation Authority
Rules concerning obstructions to air navigation {(especially in respect of towers higher than 60
meters above ground or fowers that are close to asrodromes, and to cables which are
suspended between such towers).

GENERAL NDB PROTECTION RULES

1. The Owner will not erect, plani, permit or suffer any building, siructure, equipment,
conductor, tree within a 50 meter radius from the edge of the NDB antenna masts without
obtaining prior written approval from Airways.

2. The Qwner will not erect, plant, permit or suffer:

Building and siructures

a.  Any non-conducting building or other structure on the Land within a 100
meter radius from the edge of the NDB antenna masis and subtend at a
vertical angte greater than 2 degrees from the NDB antennsz; or

b. Any conducting building or other structura on the Land within a one kilometer
radius from the edge of the NDB antenna masts and subtend at a vertical
angle greater than 2 degrees from the NDB antenna; or

c.  Any telephone and low voltage power lines within a 200 metre radius from
the edge of the NDB antenna masis; or

d. Any high tension power lines within a 1 kilometer radius frem the edge of the
NDB antenna masts; or

e. Any railway infrastructure within a 400 meter radius from the edge of the NDB
antenna masts; or

Trees
£ Any tree greater than 7 meters in height and exceeding a sector angle of 7
degrees relative to the centre of the NDB antenna at distances within a 400
meter radius from the edge of the NDB antenna masts; or

g. Any tree being greater than 10 meters in height and exceeding a sector angle
of 5 degrees relative to the centre of the NDB antenna within 1 kilometer
radius from the edge of the NDB antenna masts,

without obtaining prior written approval from Airways.
3. Approval by Airways under clauses 1 and 2 may only be withheld on the basis that the

proposed activity may interfere with the effective operation of the NDB as part of the air
traffic control network,
