This submission is an addition to our earlier submissions.

We are making this submission on all notices of requirement and applications for
resource consent filed by Transpower.

We are completely opposed to Transpower's intention to build this massively obtrusive
line for the following reasons —

Adverse Health Effects from Electromagnetic Radiation.

There is now a wealth of reliable epidemiological evidence and widespread agreement
that finds that prolonged exposure to elevated levels of magnetic fields represents a long
term risk to health.

On our property at Waiterimu we already have four transmission lines which we spend
large amounts of time working under on a daily basis.

We have already had or are in the process of having upgrades on the
Whakamaru/Otahuhu A, B and C lines which will further increase the potential for
additional exposure.

The addition of a further transmission line carrying 400kV will have a cumulative effect
And expose our children, staff and possibly stock, to dangerous and unnecessary levels of
exposure over greater areas for longer periods of time.

There is a clear case for prudent avoidance of exposure to elevated levels of magnetic
fields and many countries are taking steps to impose limits on magnetic field exposure
limits.




Our family has served the national interest as it applies to electricity transmission for
more than fifty years. The sacrifice we are now being asked to make is much too great
and one that is unnecessary. The building of this line would cost us our health, our quality
of life and impact hugely on our business.

The perception of the health risk will greatly devalue our property and make it more
difficult to employ staff.

That perception also contributes hugely to landowners own stress levels and creates
added health risks.

Visual Effect.

Due to the size pf the pylons the proposed line will protrude over all vegetation and
cannot be hidden. The removal of all vegetation from the proposed line and easement
further exacerbates this situation.

The existence of four transmission lines and also a monstrous sub-station now under
construction has a hugely negative visual effect.

The proposed 400kV line would cut directly through our farm and through this district —
dominating the valley floor.

Valuation.

The perceived health risks and limits on farm operations have a huge impact on farm land
values and in many cases the ability to sell property. A further transmission line will
affect landowners’ ability to subdivide in the future and therefore have a huge impact on
their future business plans and property values.

We seek the following decision from the Board of Inquiry:
That the application for Notices of Requirement-and Resource Consents should be turned
down completely.

That Transpower is directed to investigate generation, conservation and transmission
alternatives that will avoid this line being built under any circumstance.

We explicitly do not want the Board of Inquiry to approve the applications subject
to conditions — we want the applications tarned down in whole.

We wish to be heard in support of our submission at the public hearing.
