I am a landowner immediately and proximately affected by the proposal of
Transpower and the Applications/Notice(s) of Requirement(s).

I am opposed to this Application and the requirements indicated by Transpower
New Zeatand Limited in relation fo the North Island Grid Upgrade Project, as set out
and identified in its notice{s) of requirement because its requirements appear to be
contrary 1o the purposes of the Rescurce Management Act, and the principles by
which those purposes are to be achieved, in the promotion of sustainable
management of natural and physical resources.

The demand growth projections of the Electricity Commission (SOC, 2007) do not
justity the construction and establishment of the proposed Transmission Line/Grid
Upgrade project and its agsociated infrastructure works.

The scale and capacity of the Transmission Line, proposed to be capable of 400KV
Transmission, is not consistent with the expected requirements for transmission into
the Auckland area to meet demand growth for the next 40 years, as revealed in the
Electricity Commission demand growth projections.

The proposal fails o adequately and properly take into account new generation
capacity likely to be provided adjacent to Auckiand or in Northland in the next
40 years.

As the infrastructure proposed to support the Transmission lines is of such a size,
nature, and form it is likely that once built and instalied the infrastructure elements, in
particular the Towers, fo support the Transmission Lines, will have an actual and
design life, and consequent effect on the naturai and physical environment, of over
100 years. Such a line will have such long lasting serious damaging, adverse and
deleterious effecis on natural and physical environment that it should not be
permitted.

Large scale HVAC Transmission lines have both proven and perceived deietericus
and damaging health effects arising from EMF (Electro Magnetic Fields) and lonized
Particle Emissions that come from the presence of “in use” transmission lines.

The proposed 65 metre wide Easement area is totally inadequate to protect human
populations, particularly children, and a much wider Easement area with restricted
human activity is required to ensure the health, safety and welfare of adjacent
populations.

On the “precautionary principle”, having regard to the long kfe of the National Grid and
its proposed Transmission load (220KV - rising to 400 KV), an Easement width of
600 metres is not unreasonable, with the consequentiai prohibitions on the
development, construction and use of dwelling houses, work places and similar in the
Easement area.

The Grid Upgrade Project is proposed to be built over predominantly pastoral and
agricultural land which also has strong elements of natural features of forest, bush,
streams and other features of significance and prominence.

As the Proposal comes further Northwards and approaches the Eastern areas of
Frankiin District, of Manukau City and the urban areas of Greater Auckland region, #t
comes into areas of intensified and varied land use, with increasing pressure for areas
of subdivision, and the need for retention of natural characteristics and landscape
qualities and features.

The fandscape and skyline is a visual and visible focus of ithe affected areas of
Franklin District, Manukau City and the Auckland Region and of what is a very
distinctive landscape with desirable landscape, recreaticnal, natural bush and forest
features, and with aasthetically and visually important environmental gualities, which
are worthy of retention and enhancement.

The Naticnal Grid Upgrade propoesal, the subject of these applications/requirements
by Transpower, is increasingly invasive and is destruciive of those desirable natural
and physical features of the environment, and of such intrusive visual dominance that
it will lead to:

= 3 significant and permanent reduction in the quality of the lived in environment of
nearby communities and of isclated houses in agricuitural and pastoral farming
situations;

« will permanently and significantly despoil and damage the visual and aesthetic
environment of important recreational and environmental areas, particularly in its
proximate position to the Hunua Ranges and Park, across the Clevedon plain, and
in the area from near Brookby and Whitford and cause significant and permanent
visual degradation of the environmeant;

= the skyiing dominance of the Towers throughout the Hunua Vailey, as the ine
passes over the Hills south of Clevedon plain, and over the Hills north of Clevedon
plain will creale a significant and permanent visua! intrusion and degradation of
the landscape and aesthetic environment on the approaches 1o Auckland and in
the more proximate and immediate areas, which are areas for further subdivision
and development in the Auckland Region.

Transpower has failed and continues 1o fail 10 recognise the need o mainfain and
enhance the buifl and visual environment so that the Transmission network is
designed and built in & manner and of a form that mitigates, remedies and avoids
these undesirable and unnecessary environmental effects that could exist for 100 or
more years if the application were granted and the requirements of the Notices
acceded 1o.

The application and notices of requirement are contrary t¢ appilicable provisions of the
operative District Plans of Franklin District and Manukau City, and of the Regicnal
Plan for the Auckland Region, and the consents and permissions sought by the
Application and Notices of Requirement should be deciined.
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
