The reasons for my submission are:

Better equal benefit alternatives to this proposed line are available that have a much reduced
environmantal impact, such as more generation in the Aucldand region, duplexing and
reconductoring of the Whakamaru A, B and C lines, use of HVDC transmission technology which will
he tess obtrusive and easier to underground, more extensive use of underground of HVAC lines, and
consideration of new conventional small scale 220kV transmission lines.

| oppose this line being built on a 65 metre wide easement, when a 465 metre wide easement, tree
of houses and workplaces, should be required as a precautionary principle to reduce future health
risks and environmental impacts. Native trees should be planted either side of the fines from
Whakamaru to Brown Hill, reducing the visual impact of the lines similar to what Transit New
Zeatand does along the roads.

Locals groups could be involved in planting their local area sponsered by Transpower who woild
also supply the plants. This will also have the advantage that native wildlife will have a tree fined
corridor 10 use.

| oppose large scale HVAC transmission lines being bullt on a narrow 65 metre wide easerment
because of the EME emissions and ionized particle emissions that will come from this line, which has
been proven to cause numerous diseases, including childhood leukaemia.

i seek the following decision from the board of inquiry:

That the application for Notices of Reguirement and Resource Consents shouid be turned down
completely, and Transpower directed to investigate generation, conservation and transmission
alternatives that will avoid this line being built under any circumsiances.
