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Reasous for our submission

We were sent a letter from Dennis Crequer, Manager, Resource Use Group, Environment Waikato
dated 8 September 2607, with attached Ministry for the Enrvironment information sheet INFO 219,
T msSRwe GUGS sgipie PIRMEWExeruwe Summyiies’ eGsubmissipn Ipum IR 7 mssrwets
notices of requirement and applications for respurce consents.

We understand that we were sent this letter due to our proximity to the proposed Brownhill
substation and underground cabling which may take place in Redoubt Road.

The information shown above is the first to be sent to us regarding this project. We appreciate this
information being sent to us, and upon reading it we wish to make the following submissions:

1.

Safety Data
We request to see safety data to support that there will be no adverse health effects

caused by the 400 k5 voltage lines hoth above and below ground), We also request
confirmation that if both the current 110 k3 line and proposed new 400 k5 line
remain, there will be no adverse health effects for properties like curs that are in-
between the two lines. Our main concern is for young pre-school children like ours
that have a small body mass and who reside at home most of the time Hn contrast to
adults and older children who leave home to go to work or school in other areas). We
are also interested in the effects on other Hving organisms eg: ¢rops and farm animals
that are located near the voltage lines, and their affects on the food chain.

Consultative "rocess and Supportive Information

We have not been provided sufficient information regarding the location and size of
the proposed pylons and substation, We therefore cannof determine whether the
pyions and substation will be visible from our house, nor assess the affects it may have
on our properiy resale value. From the limited information we have received, we
believe that we may look straight at the substation from our main living area. One of
the reasons that we bought our property was because of the stunning views. The
whole house has been built to take advaniage of the views that we have, and the value
of our property and our enjoyment of it is very much linked to those views. In
contrast there may be other properties in close proximity to the power pylons/lines and
suEs kR WDNGRN WRRNsWDgh W38 iWinGWeiglrie 11en VeR JleFwGin Wims

of visual effects. We submit that the consultative process has been inadequate.

Alternatives to the proposed upgrade

We request to see data which supports the overhead transmission line in favour of an
underground option from Whakamarz to Brownhill Road. We believe that
Transpower has arbitrarily determined where the urban boundary is for the greater
Auckland region and has decided to run overhead transmission lines to that point, i.e,
Brownhiil Rd. Transpower appears to have given no consideration to the fact that
AupNgRG's uiFmn ErunGyy’s wi@le (gCelined at some point in the future and will
result in overhead pylons being established in residential areas. We submit that
Transpower should re-examine the point at which the transition between overhead and
underground cabling occurs. We submit that the underground cabling should occur at
a point South of the € unua ranges, or preferably the entire transmission line be placed
underground. In doing so it weould future proof the transmission line.

Timeframe for Review and Submissions

We believe that there has been insufficient time for us to locate and review
documentation that may have helped us assess the points above, and fodge our
submissions within the 4 week timeframe Hrom when we received the letter dated 8
September mentioned above). We have endeavoured to locate some documentation,
but it is difficult to determine which information is current due to the fast moving pace
of the project and the number of changes that are taking place.
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5. Consent Conditions
If Resource Consent is granted, we request that an ongoing monitoring programme for
human health effects be set up and made available for us to review along with an
appropriate independent peer review prior to implementation. Once established we
request that results are reported to nearby residents like us on an annual basis.
Similarly we request a monitoring programme be implemented for the effects on farm
animals and crops.

We also request that if granted, the consent conditions should be written in such a way
as to ensure that the activities 1o which the consent relate are consisient to {as opposed
W genera@® in accrrdance witw”) We inlprmaWin cpnWined wiwin We A(( and
supporiing technical and consultation documenis and correspondence. In particular we
would like any details regarding the size and location of the transmission lines and
substation to be tightly controlled through the consent conditions.

NMease note that if Transpower could adequately answer our concerns above, we will consider
withdrawing our submission. If we have unresclved concerns at the time of the hearing, we
woukd like to present our submission to the € earings Committee, and will provide more
information at that time,
