Reasons:

I am completely opposed to Transpower's intention to build this un-needed line, as the
demand growth projections of the Electricity Commissicn {2007 S8C0O) do not -justify its
construction, The scale and capacity of this proposed 400kV capable line is completely
out of alignment with the expected reguirements for transmission capacity into
Auckland to meet demand growth in the next 40 years. The potential new generaticn
capacity likely to be constructed in the Auckland region in the next 40 years has been
grossly underestimated in an atitempt to justify this line as one of national
significance and urgency.

Better equal benefit alternatives to this proposed line are available that have a much
reduced environmental impact, such as more generation in the Auckland regiocn,
duplexing and reconductering of the Whakamaru A, B and C lines, use of HVDC
transmission techncliogy which will be less obtrusive and easier to underground, more
extensive use of undergrounding of HVAC lines, and consideraticn of new conventional
small scale 220kV transmission lines.
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
