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TRANSPOWER SUBMISSION

My husband and 1 live with our fwo young children, Jack aged 3 and Sara
aged 2, at 608 Tauhei Road Morrinsville. Our accommodation is temporary
as we have converted some old horse stables into a temporary home. We
lease 30 acres which includes the stables complex where we graze dairy
heifers and other farm animals. We have fenced the area, planted trees, and
have an option to purchase this land, which we intend doing in the near
future. Qur intention has always been to build a new home on the flat land
close to the property boundary. My husband was previously employed as a
Rural Bank Manager, but resigned some months ago so that he could
devote more time to developing this lease block.

Our objection to the proposed transmission line is because the proposed
route is through our neighbour's farm and very close to the boundary
hetween the two of us. If the line was to proceed along this alignment we
would not be able to build our home on our land because the line would
only be approximately 100 m from our building platform. The topography of
the 30 acres does not provide for any reasonable alternative house site.

Our main objection is because of the potential health issues to our family.
The height of the towers would also dominate our house and land. Being
sited on our neighbour’'s land we would suffer the full impact of the line,
have no say in its effects and receive no compensation.

Our request from the Hearing is for Transpower to site their new line on the
same alignment as the existing 110Kv line which would provide for
substantially increased separation from our land. Aiso for Transpower not
to lodge any objection to our planned purchase, using the grounds of
reverse sensitivity to lodge their objection. We have leased our land long
before Transpower announced their grid upgrade proposal.
