My full name is JANET MURIEL SCEATS. 1 am registered proprietor of more or
less 47.2159 hectares being Lot 3-4 on Deposited Plan 369411 and being all the land
in Unique Identifier No. 281966 (South Auckland Registry) and more or less 14.5970
hectares being part Allotment 6 Parish of Maramarua and being all the land in Unique
Identifier No. SA583/311 (South Auckland Registry). Transpower have provided me
with parcel identification numbers 6866318 and 6866319, Attached hereto for your
information is a copy of the plan which shows the intended route of the transmission
line and final tower focations and tower numbers which is intended to be located on

my property. I confirm as follows:

1. I have been advised by Transpower that each tower will be in excess of 67
metres in height. They will be some of the biggest in New Zealand. As you
will see from the plan they will run right through the centre of the Unique
Identifier No. 281966 and along the northern boundary of Unique ldentifier
No. SA583/311. The implications for my continued farming of this land wili

be enormous.

2. Currently there is located on the proposed easement strip a quarry on Unique
Identifier No. 281966. Although Transpower have advised me they will
compensate me for the loss of the same, the inconvenience factor in having to
then obtain rotten rock to be used on my farm from other sources, is something
that cannot be compensated. To date when I have required rock it is merely a
matter of digging it out on-site and then carting it to the appropriate place on
the farm. Once the strip is taken, I will have to source rock from outside of the
farm and pay for the cost of the rock and cartage thereof not to mention the

inconvenience.

3. At present, due to the typographical contour of the land, a helicopter has been
used to control weeds and thistles. This avenue will no longer be available to
me as the overhead lines are of such a height as it will preclude the use thereof
of a helicopter. I, at this stage, have not found an alternative method of weed

control which is viable.



Again, the location of the easement through the middle of the land makes
stock management more difficult as the easement strip limits access to the
jand. The visual effect caused by these enormous pylons to the two
homesteads located on the balance part of the land can only be described as
visual pollution as this is rural New Zealand picturesque farm land. There is
also a question of what noise the lines themselves will emit. Transpower has
said its various reports that the noise and visual effect are not something worth
great consideration but as a landowner in a rural area who currently enjoys
tranquil peace and quiet, and visual peace, | strongly disagree. There is also
the potential for the impact on the value of my property which valuers and
land agents alike have only been willing to hazard a guess at. Only time will
tell on this issue and accordingly 1 am gravely concerned about the financial

disadvantage the inclusion of this line through my property may result in.

I seek the following decision from the Board of Enquiry:

1.

That due to the adverse effects this will have on the property as stated above
and of its continued use as a farming enterprise, in the likely result of a
significant and irreversible change to the environment on a number of levels
including health and well-being of myself, my animals, visual and audial
effect, future inconvenience in running an economic unit and potential
economic disadvantage by way of loss in value of my farm land, I request that

the Minister refuse consent to the proposal.
