TRANSPOWER SUBMISSION

The route for the proposed Grid Upgrade Project generally foliows the
existing 110Kv Ara-pak line which is being repiaced. At the Tauhei area in
the Matamata Piako District the proposed route has been diverted from the
existing line and moved some considerable distance towards my farm
property. Reasons given for this change are to provide greater distance
from a dwelling and to avoid an existing oak tree.

The new route severely impacts on my property in the following ways.

1.

My daughter and family currently lease some 12Ha next to this side
boundary. Their intention is to build a new house on this land which |
have agreed to sell to them. They are currently living in the existing
horse stables/accommodation on this leased area as a temporary
measure, awaiting confirmation of the tfransmission line finai route. The
Ara-pak line is some distance from my boundary and does not impact
on their dwelling proposal. Moving the new line next to my boundary
simply means that their proposed home can not be built on the leased
area.

The visual impact of such high towers dominates the general rural area
and particularly my farm property being adjacent. Shifting the route
from the existing Ara-pak line requires an enormously large tower to be
constructed next to my boundary. This is required because this new
point is the anchor point for a change in direction for the line. The Ara-
pak line is generally straight line and requires no such anchor point.

. Both the existing Ara-pak line and the proposed new route cross over

my neighbour, John Gibson’s property. Mr Gibson has advised me of
his intention to retire from farming and has been in discussion with
Transpower to purchase his property.

The decision | request from the Board of Inquiry is to leave the new line on
the existing Ara-pak route and to compensate Mr Gibson appropriately for
being close to his dwelling.
