We believe that the concept of huge power transmission pylons,
running across large tracts of farmland and having such a major
and serious detrimental impact on those house owners who live
close by to the lines, or who will see the lines, 1s totally
unacceptable in this day and age. They will be a blight on the
landscape. Also, in our view, there are still too many concerns
and unanswered questions about the health risks created by
overhead lines to allow this to go ahead.

New Zealand is well regarded both domestically and
internationally for it’s clean, green image and beautiful scenery.
It is essential this is not damaged in any way. The creation of
overhead pylons as planned by Transpower will be very
damaging to this image and will, in fact, destroy the beautiful
landscape and vistas through which the pylons pass.

Have Transpower given any consideration to the stress and
anxiety their proposed plans are having on atfected parties and
landowners? I am quite sure almost all affected parties are
subject to varying degrees of stress and anxiety which would be
eliminated if the lines were put underground.

We believe that the extent of the social and psychological

impact on the people affected and harm to the landscape is too
great to allow this proposal to proceed.
