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with respect to evidence submitted by FOTR and TAG, but 
not necessarily taking into account personal amenity 
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MS PRICE: But you have heard the evidence of the ecologists that that
forest is actually not in prime condition because of the pests that exist
there and that is after monies have been spent by the councils doing
pest control.

DR COOKSON: Of course, I agree to some degree with that statement, but
certainly we are on the way with regard to a commitment for pest
management actually being undertaken by PNCC and Horizons at this
current stage so we are already making some good progress and the
data, from Peter Hanford and Associates, indicates that folia browse is
reducing, certainly bird numbers are up and possum and rodent
numbers are down.

MS PRICE: Well, I think, Dr Cookson, that is a sweeping
generalisation. I am pretty sure you were in Court that day when we
discussed that report and we saw that the numbers of tui, for example,
have gone down over the last two or three years and that surely is
indicating to you that perhaps pest management isn’t sufficient at the
level that has been undertaken.
