Å 18 of 56 rivers sampled have poor 
water quality

off from the land

Å 65% of water allocated is for public water supply

Å 33% of water allocated is for irrigation 

Å the Regional Freshwater Plan has minimum flows 

on 14 rivers and allocation limits on 23 rivers

Å the Regional Freshwater Plan has allocation limits 

on all groundwater aquifers

Å many rivers and groundwater aquifers are fully 

allocated
