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Objective 4 Recognise and protect the life in fresh water.  

Yellow eyed mullet provide us with an example of this life.  

They can be found in every intertidal zone in New Zealand 

feeding or spawning.   Makara Estuary



They feed and spawn in the intertidal zones where the salt 

water wedge comes under the fresh water in a spring tide to 

place the fish eggs in the native intertidal plants 



They use deep pools at the end of the intertidal zones recover 

after spawning



Yellow eyed mullet find a food source in the beds of the 

native intertidal plant Ureure Glasswort.  These plants also 

give protection to mysid shrimps



Named in only one NZ database then only as being pretty 

Ureure Glasswort has a function not recorded by science as 

the intertidal zone does not attract research as it is neither 

fresh water or sea water.
